The Workshop on Urban Water Issues: Managing the Flow of Water in the City is a two and a 
half day residential workshop to engage Canadian youth in dialogue surrounding current 
water issues in Ontario. It is the first in a series of Future of Water Workshops to be held by 
Waterlution – A Water Learning Experience across Ontario in 2008. The purpose of the 
workshop is to develop future leaders in water resource management and related fields. 
 
The May 9-11 Workshop on Urban Water Issues will focus specifically on urban water issues 
in and around the Greater Toronto Area, where the ever-expanding urban environment 
creates new pressures and management challenges in water resources. Participants will look 
closely at how the urban-water landscape is changing and explore through field tours how 
cities, companies and community groups are addressing a spectrum of issues from demand 
management and water quality to restoring the ecological integrity of our urban waterways. 
Over-arching themes for the workshop include explaining water-centric management, 
innovation and sustainability.
